If you have an allocated seat, 
or are experiencing one of our Match 
Day Hospitality packages, then head 
for the Eaton Road entrance. The 
ticketing box office is also located at 

this entrance.

General AdmissionGeneral Admission ticket holders are 
advised to use the North East gate, 
located in Palmeira Avenue, our 
friendly stewards will be on hand to 
assist and direct you wherever you 

need to go.
